You and Your Preschooler:





When reading books with my preschooler I point out some letters, especially those in her name.  





I share alphabet books with my child. I let him choose what pages to read and talk about. We talk about both the letters and the pictures. 





I do activities with my preschooler to help with recognizing shapes, such as doing puzzles, sorting objects by shape, cutting out shapes to make pictures. 





I name letters and point out things that look the same and different between letters.





I write my child’s name and help him write it also, even if it looks like scribbles. 





I have my child tell me about letters she sees on signs. 





We make our own alphabet books together.





We play with letters: magnet letters, cut-out letters, labeling things around the house, letters in alphabet soup.
