2 and 3 year olds

Early Literacy Skill Highlighted: Phonological Awareness
INTRODUCTION: Today we'll be highlighting phonological awareness, which means an ability to hear the smaller parts of words.  Researchers say this is one of the steps to helping your child be ready to read.

READ: Baby Animals by Tuxworth and break apart the multi-syllabic names of some of the animals listed.

ASIDE: Notice how I let the children complete the rhymes.  This helps strengthen phonological awareness because they are listening for the similar sounds.

Read: Little Tiger's Big Surprise by Sykes and clap out any longer or unfamiliar words.

PLAY "Pat a Cake" and have the children tap out the beats to the words. Use the letter of their first name.

READ Who Wants a Ride? by Bernard

SING "Hush Little Baby" with flannel pieces for each of the presents.  Let children sing rhyming item.

READ Time to Say Goodnight by Lloyd-Jones and just revel in the delightful rhymes and rhythm.

CONCLUSION: When you get home today, play a few rhyming games with your child.  Tell them a word and see if they can come up with a rhyme for it, or tell them two words and ask if they rhyme.  Or you can play the name game with their name and the names of siblings or friends.  Be sure to keep these phonological awareness activities fun for you and your child.
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
