Planning Your Early Literacy Enhanced Storytime
An effective Aside:  Gives a research-based reason for why or how an activity or practice supports an early literacy component or reading skill

Your Example Aside Item:

1. Look over your storytime and choose ONE item from your storytime that you feel relates to early literacy. It does not have to be a book.
